VENUE & FLOW
SINHGAD ACADEMY OF ENGINEERING 
Sinhgad Academy of Engineering is situated in outskirts of Pune, known as Kondhwa Budruk. Known for its reputation in the top engineering colleges in Pune.
The workshop was scheduled on 14th august in the information technology department of the college with the students of second & third year engineering. 
The workshop kicked off with introductory session (wiki academy) on what Wikipedia is, how does it works, and grows.
The workshop started with introducing students to their institutions page Sinhgad Academy of Engineering which was created by Wikipedians form the institute itself! Students were amazed to know the same, and further to know how the page was not deleted after it was nominated for deletion due to insufficient references and citations. 
The growth of the page was shown to the students via talk page & revision history, which gave them a brief idea about the page life cycle.
The minor details about the citations, referencing and information templates were illustrated live during the workshop.
The workshop concluded with question and answers session, where students actively participated in the discussions over the myths and doubts about Wikipedia.
JANANA PRABODHINI
Janana Prabodhini is a renowned school in Pune, known for ‘motivating intelligence for social change, its work has known to grow into multiple directions.
The workshop was scheduled on 15th august in the labs provided by the school itself. Active participation of students was observed.
The workshop started with the short introduction about the independence day and slowly mended towards the unsung heroes of Indian Independence. This was the follow up workshop which was organized in January 2013, the republic day workshop which conducted in the same premises.
The theme for the workshop was to edit and develop articles on the indian war heroes, in english and other vernacular languages.
The articles which were created/edited were related to the 1857 Revolt, Umaji Naik, Maj. Sonmath Sharma (the first person to be awarded with the Param Veer Chakra) and other war articles and the Indian war heroes.
RESPONSE
At the first said venue viz. Sinhgad academy of engineering, the response was good, the students from the second year of engineering participated and the workshop was interactive one with a lot of curious questions.
The second venue viz. Janana Prabodhini, tremendous enthusiasm was observed as the students were eager to contribute their share on Wikipedia.
Besides having the students of Janana Prabodhini we had a medical professional Mr. Manoj Kamat from Sahyadri hospital, who joined in for the workshop.
